Paid Media & Performance Marketing

This is a high Al-detection risk area for agencies. Avoid
generic optimisation claims, recycled best practices, and
metrics without context. Instead, explain why decisions
were made (not just outcomes), include trade-offs like
efficiency vs scale or volume vs quality, and reference
platform constraints or changes. Avoic content that reads
like dashboard summaries rather than practitioner insight.

Different marketing disciplines have unique Al detection vulnerabilities. Understanding these patterns helps you avoid industry-specific pitfalls:

Social Media Marketing

Steer clear of generic engagement advice, platform-agnostic
strategies, and trendy phrases without substance. Include
platform-specific tactics and real community management
experiences.

Thought Leadership Content

This is where Wikipedia-style scrutiny is highest. Al-
generated thought leadership often sounds intelligent but
says nothing new. Instead, take a clear stance on at least
one debated issue, acknowledge uncertainty or
disagreement where it exists, and share how your thinking
evolved (not just the final view). Prioritise judgement, not
general agreement, in expert content.

Regardless of channel or discipline, Al-generated content is most easily detected when it explains what without showing how decisions were made, presents outcomes without constraints, failure,

or iteration, uses industry language without lived context, and treats complexity as something to simplify rather than navigate. Human expertise is revealed through decision-making under

constraint, not through polished explanation.
